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Warning;

» Before you install your antenna, select the most available open sitdramagiectric
power lines and telephone lines. To get the maximum performance from yeonanit
must be installed at least 35 feet above the ground.

» This antenna has a long element and is heavy to carry or install by sirsgie.pe
Therefore, you must find assistance before installation. Doing so will prevefitom
any severe injuries or death.

Assembling;

1. Slide the element (2) into the element (I) 8 inches, and then secureclaorm

2. Slide out the element (3) from the element (2) until 2 holes of both elements can b
seen together. Using Hexagon head screws (M5 X 35) and Wing nut, tighten both
elements.

3. Slide out the element (4) from the element (3) until 2 holes of both elements can b
seen together. Using Hexagon head screws (M4 X 30) and Wing nut, tighten both
elements.

4. Slide out the element (5) from the element (4) Then slide it again inétetihent (4) 4

inches, and then tighten them with using a pair of screw sets.

. Using the supplied U bolts, washier and nuts, tighten them against your mast.

6. Connect a 50 ohms coaxial cable with a PL-259 connector to the antenna
connector of the matching section.

7. Tape over the connector with a supplied self adhesive tape.
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Note & Remarks on handling and driving

* Never touch or adjust the antenna while transmitting. Otherwise, sajeres
including burn may result.

* When a lightning is observed, stop operating with the antenna. Don't touch a
coaxial cable and so on because it is sometimes struck by electricity.

* Please confirm tight fastening of connector and screws, etc. of antenna.
Loosening and falling off will lead to personal injury and property damage.

* Please adjust antenna correctly. Irregular VSWR will leaddt-ing, break-
down or power-down of antenna.

Note & for operation

* This antenna is for amateur radio and Broad Band receipt operator. Do ndtarse ot
than for the purpose of antenna.

* Please use this antenna within the standard and specifications desttlis
manual. Failure to this may cause heat up and break down of the unit.
