centre/end fed dipole

Moonraker Mil spec RG58

11 full and tight turns onto

20mm uPVC tube.

This forms the choke/balun

⅞” aluminium

tube sleeve at bottom

not electrically connected to

antenna in any way.

20mm uPVC tube friction-fits

into this tube and allows

for a more rigid mounting.

Not an essential addition.

Screwfix 20mm uPVC Conduit

tubing part no. 57073 sold in

20m lengths

coax lead-out from choke.

ideally 1/4wl to socket

(N-type is best, SO230

can be used). 

Bottom section of dipole

AND coax line to feed point

This section is 460mm from

the point the coax leaves the

coil to where the coax slits at

the centre

Conduit drilled and top section

of coax passes inside the tube.

Drill angle ‘upwards’ not straight

into tube.

Self amalgamating tape or

InnovAntennas RubbAseal

used where coax splits

Just inner core of coax along with

its insulation form the top section

485mm from the split point.

Fishing line (or similar) tied

to top of inner core section

and pulled firm before end

can inserted.
